(1) A discrete modern tower block in the
picturesque London area of Millbank
marks the home of the Music Crime
Bureau of MI5. Much of the Music Crime
Bureau's work is routine - assessing
compliance with Scheveningen
Agreement on Exposition Repeats, or
collecting data for the International
Atomic Energy Agency's Dangerous
Soprano Register. Beneath the Music
Crime Bureau's offices lurks the Black
Museum.
